We will read from it 

this Easter.  Only two of the gospels tell about 

the birth of Jesus, and those are dramatically 

different in the telling.  Every gospel tells about 

the death and resurrection of Jesus and, for their 

more subtle differences particularly noticed by 

scholars, they are remarkably similar.  No doubt 

this is THE STORY that makes the difference! 

 

And what a difference it made.  A group of disheartened followers, all but giving up 

when their leader was executed, began to experience in these resurrection appearances 

the power of the risen Christ.  Instead of surviving, they began to thrive!   

John just has to tell the story, so that you too may believe, and have ñlife in his name.ò 

 

What about you?  Are you survivingéor thriving?  I hear many stories 

about long days, stressful work, frustrating agencies, headstrong kidséit sounds like 

survival to me!  Just making it work until some break comes along ï some way of re-

framing our lives.  The longing is strong for a fresh perspective.  The hunger is deep for 

finding the joy of real life.   

 
Easter Sunday we begin a series of sermons that will invite us 

all to ñThrive!ò  There is much to overcome, both in our own lives and in the 

world.  But the good news?  ñChrist has overcome the world!ò  With Jesus as guard, 

guide and friend, we can thriveéas much as a new shoot soars out of the earth to fill our 

world with beauty!  See you in worship as we prepare to receive this glorious Easter 

message!

Mission Giving is one of the ways United Methodist Women members follow this biblical 

directive to love one another and to reach out to those often not deemed part of the com-

munity. As this issue of response goes to press the 50 elected directors of the Womenôs 

Division, United Methodist Womenôs national administrative body, are wrapping up their 

annual fall meeting in Stamford, Conn., where they set the divisionôs 2011 budget for mis-

sion at $17,729,500 based on United Methodist Womenôs Mission Giving in 2009. 

 

Mission Giving supports national and international ministries with women, children and 

youth. This includes the Deaconess and Home Missioner programs and United Methodist 

Women national mission institutions. This includes ,health, education and leadership and 

economic development programs run by United Methodist and other partners in Africa, 

the Middle  East, Asia, Europe, Latin America and the Caribbean.  

The total program of United Methodist Women is mission, so Mission Giving also sup-

ports ministries with members like training for newly elected conference officers.  

 

Through Mission Giving, United Methodist women members show hospitality, remember 

those who are in prison, stand with people who are oppressed and more. Mission Giving is 

an example of United Methodist Womenôs faith, hope and love in action.

Consider serving on a new ñJoel Committee!ò 

 

A ñJoel Committeeò focuses on a particular area of identified need to evaluate current practices of the 

church in that identified area, help the church understand that need in all its systemic complexity, and 

make recommendations to the church leadership (usually Board of Stewards) for actions to address 

the need, grounded in scripture and guided by United Methodist theology and policy. 

 

Our First UMC Board of Stewards is establishing this spring a new Joel Committee on ñOur Ministries with 

the Poor.ò  This group will explore, but not be limited by, some of the following areas associated with poverty: 

 

The homeless persons living in our neighborhood (half-mile radius of the church) 
The neighborhood persons living in sub-standard housing and on the edge of homelessness 
Those who come to us seeking food and shelter, especially those who have been excluded from shelter 
 or food by the helping agencies 
How we can be open, ready and responsive to receiving persons with many needs, and maintain a safe 
environment both for them and our ongoing faith community, especially our children 
How we develop systems to effectively address human needs toward life transformation without 
 becoming poverty enablers and co-dependent with their issues 
The needs unique to homeless age and family groups (single parent families, high school students, single 

men or women, ) for example 
How we interface and collaborate with other helping agencies: Salvation Army, Rescue Mission,  
Interfaith, Housing Authority, Seaton House, etc.

 Kaaria Sebastion Mwongera is 

one of four children from a family in 

extreme poverty in Nairobi, Africa.  

His parents sacrificed everything to 

get him to school when they saw his 

interest in an education.  His school 

costs $625.00 in US currency per 

year.  His father makes 10 cents/day 

making bricks. His mother takes care 

of the other children at home, gar-

dens, farms, and carries hay & water 

out to animals on her back & head. 

Our church has been able to provide 

running water in their house with the 

Water Project Fund!    

 Sebastian gets up at 5:00 a.m. 

daily does chores & goes to school 

until 5:00 p.m. then returns to his dorm to wash his uniform for the next day and 

do more chores in his only other outfit ï his everyday set.  He gets to return 

home only once or twice a year due to the long walk to get to the College. 

Last year he became very ill and almost died.  He missed 6 months of 

school. With help from teachers and others he caught up. His minister encour-

aged him to go into Graphic Art in College rather than being an artist because he 

would have a secure income & could still do his art on the side as something  

extra. 

His sister became ill last year and died.  He spent some of his college 

funds to care for her and help with expenses.  He knew that was school money, 

so to make it back and be responsible he painted 4 paintings and has sent them 

for Jim Potter to sell.  The paintings will be displayed soon in the church for eve-

ryone to see. 

The wall he is standing in front of is all art that he has created.

FUMC Joel Committee on Worship  

2011 Recommendations  

 

On February 21, 2011, the FUMC Joel Committee on Worship met to review the results of the Worship 

Survey-December 2010.  A total of 169 completed surveys were returned by our membership. 94% of 

the survey respondents felt like the overall quality of their FUMC worship experiences are ñExcellentò or 

ñGood.ò 56 % of the survey respondents felt that the changes made (during the past two years) in the 8:30 

a.m. & 11:00 a.m. services and the addition of The Third at 6:00 p.m. ñenhancedò their worship  

experience.  Worship attendance is up about ten percent in 2010 over 2009. 

 Based on our evaluation of the survey results and comments, the FUMC Joel Committee on Worship  

presented the following recommendations to the FUMC Board of Stewards on March 17, 2011. These 

recommendations were approved the same evening:  

1.  Continue to provide and refine the three choices for worship: 

      a. Blended Worship 8:30 a.m. service 

      b. Traditional Worship 11:00 a.m. service  

      c. Contemporary Worship, The Third, 6:00 p.m. 

 

2.  Establish a task force to research and make recommendations for 

     providing a more ñblendedò approach to music for the 8:30 a.m.  

     service (congregational, choral, and instrumental).  

 

3.  Continue to seek approaches that will attract and appeal to potential worshipers in the 20-49 

year-old age group.
