     ñWhen the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, and 

     Mary the mother of James, and Salome bought spices, 

     so that  they might go and anoint him.  And very early 

     on the first day of the week, when the sun had risen  

     they went to the tombé.Now after he rose early on the 

     first day of the week, he appeared first to Mary      

     Magdalene, from whom he had cast out seven          

     demons.ò ï Mark 16:1-2,9 

 

At the youthôs Chili Cook-off March 21 (a lot of fun, by the way!) in our fellowship hall, 

Brian Oliver led a game of ñJeopardyò between a dozen or so of our youth and their parents.  

It was fun to see them compete against each other.  Their laughter and cheers (and boos) 

were contagious! 

 

One of the questions Brian asked was, ñWhich gospel seemed partial toward women among 

the company of Jesusô disciples?ò  The correct answer, which neither team got, was ñLuke.ò  

And thatôs true.  Luke gave special emphasis to women in his gospel, from the very         

beginning with his stories of Elizabeth and Mary. 

 

But Mark, considered the earliest complete gospel in circulation among the Christian 

churches, also noted the special presence of women, especially at the empty tomb and first 

appearance of Jesus.  And can you believe, it was to Mary Magdalene, of all women, that he 

appeared first!  She, who was filled at one time, according to Mark, with ñseven demons!ò   

 

 Isnôt that the power of the resurrection story ï the story we celebrate at Easter?  Mary of 

Magdala was one whose life, troubled and going nowhere, Jesus turned around.  And itôs 

Mary who is the one to see him first!  She is the one who goes out to tell the others that he 

is alive! 

 

No matter how troubled our life, the risen Christ has the power to turn darkness into light 

and despair into hope.  Christ has the power to forgive and offer a new start; to bring      

healing to our brokenness and replace our deepest sadness with great joy! 

 

Join us this Sunday as we experience the power of the resurrected Lord Jesus, knowing that 

what he did for Mary of Magdala, he can do for you.

It is hard to believe that Lent has already come and gone.   
Due to our sermon series on Jesusô last week, I have a new  
found passion and understanding of Lent.  I find Jesusô  
passionate obedience to his ministry to not only be unwavering, 
but also centered on the kingdom of God that he embodies.   
Jesus knew that his message and mission would be met  
with resistance and consequence.  Yet, he remained  
undeterred in spreading the good news.  His courage,  
commitment, and compassion are undeniable and inspiring.

Yet it was a journey that ended in the vindication of a Messiah who accepted and loved 
us beyond comprehension.  It was journey that said sin and death no longer had reign.  
It was a journey that ended not in death, but in new life.  However, the  journey wasnôt 
and still isnôt just about us individually.  It is an all-encompassing journey that invites 
everyone along for the adventure.  It is an adventure that we cannot make without the 
help of Christ and others.  During this Easter season, may we demonstrate a            
passionate obedience that calls everyone into the blessing of new life.
