During the Conference, Bishop Stanovsky challenged us through her episcopal address 

to recognize four key factors in becoming a vital congregation:  1) spiritually  

committed pastoral leadership; 2) varied styles of worshipping God; 3) a proliferation  

of small groups, and 4) missional engagement with the community and world.  

 

She then challenged each local church, in light of these factors, to 1) adopt goals for 

growth, 2) submit to a culture of accountability within the denomination for vital  

ministry, and 3) increase our capacity to re-connect in ministry with the community ï 

especially in ministry with the poor.  She further encouraged us to develop a ñculture of 

experimentation.ò  More about these challenges in the next newsletter.  So stay tuned! 

 

But one more thought:  We are growing and developing as a church in each of these are-

as.  We are a special community called by God!   And God isnôt finished with us yet!
