    ñWhile they were there [Bethlehem], the time came for her [Mary] to 

    give birth.  She gave birth to a son, her firstborn.  She wrapped him  

   in a blanket and laid him in a manger, because there was no room in the    

   hostel.ò             Luke 2:6-7 (from The Message) 

 

In the first eighteen verses of Lukeôs beloved Christmas story, he describes no less than three times how 

the baby Jesus was ñlaidò or ñlying in a manger.ò  (vss. 7, 12, 16)  I think Luke wants to make a point 

about where, under what conditions, Jesus was born. 

 

A manger in Jesusô day and region was a box of carved stone used to 

hold food for animals, as in a stable.  When Ingrid and I have traveled 

in Israel weôve had opportunity to see such a feed box from that era 

most clearly at Megiddo.  Today we use a wooden crib-like trough for 

a manger, but wood was scarce in Israel.  More likely Jesus was laid 

into a stone trough like the one pictured here. 

 

The word ñmangerò comes to us in American English from the French 

word ñmangerò that means ñto eat,ò and from the Latin word ñmanducareò that means ñto chew.ò  Simply 

put, it is a place or bowl for eating and chewing.   

 

I know this Christmas most of us will do some eating, because food is everywhere.  If your turkey is like 

my grandmaôs tough old bird, you may even do some chewing!   

 

But I hope that you will also spend some time to feast on Godôs presence, and chew, or meditate, on 

Godôs Word Made Flesh ï Emanuel.  Use the Upper Rooms available in our sanctuary entryway, or Book 

of Disciplines (devotionals)...or simply read the Christmas stories found in Matthew 1 & 2, and           

Luke 1 & 2.   

 

I also invite you to worship with us each Sunday in December as we take a closer look at that manger, 

and imagine some of the ñstable placesò we need so much in our world.  Join us at the manger for       

reflection, prayers, and personal transformation.  Choose one of our five services on Christmas Eve to 

celebrate the presence of ñGod-With-Us,ò and then join us this year on Sunday ï Christmas Day ï 10:30 

to praise the Newborn King!
