Sometimes I think that ñchecking in with Godò is a novel idea ï even in the Church!?!  While that seems 

like a no brainer for followers of Jesus, Godôs Son, I havenôt really heard that concept put forward as a 

planning strategy in too many meetings.  Truthfully, have you ever been in a church group that was trying 

to make a decision about something, when someone said, ñLetôs find out what God thinks about thisò..?  

If so, Iôd like to hear about it. 

 

So, itôs a new year.  One of my dreams for our Church in 2012 is that various voices, in many different 

meetings or studies, will say, ñLetôs find out what God thinks about this.ò  And it wonôt just come from 

the ñpriest,ò or pastor (meaning Brian or me).   

 

To be sure, one of the questions that will certainly arise is, ñHow do you find out what God thinks about 

anything?ò  And thatôs a good question.  Typically, prayer is the first methodology of discernment for 

Christians who want to know what God thinks.  Iôve been amazed when a group, stuck around issues in 

decision-making, take some time for silent prayeré.then return to the matter at hand.  The difference is 

truly profound.  Godôs Sprit prevails; harmony replaces disunity.  Ideas begin to pop.  The wheels begin 

to turn. 

 

No one has a monopoly on what God thinks, for sure.  But simply to raise the question reminds us that we 

are about something bigger than any of us when we are about Godôs ministry.  We need to explore the 

wider and deeper dimensions of decisions, dare I say, from a theological and biblical point of reference.   

 

This new year, letôs all take time ï whether at church, in our work, or around our families, to slow down a 

bit and ask, ñLetôs find out what God thinks about this.ò  Thatôs one reason we are having a ñLeadership 

Summitò January 8 at 12:15 p.m. (free lunch!).  Church leaders are invited; all members are welcomed.  

Itôs an opportunity to start the year as a leadership team in prayer together, asking, ñWhat do you think

      Following four months of research, discussion and prayerful consideration, the      

members of the Joel Committee on our FUMC Ministries with the Poor presented the following 

recommendations to the FUMC Board of Stewards and our membership during our FUMC    

Annual Conference on Thursday, November 17, 2011.  The FUMC Board of Stewards accepted 

these recommendations during their monthly meeting on Thursday, December 15, 2011.   

 The summary of our recommendations is provided below. Included in our      

recommendation is our new FUMC Mission Statement regarding our ministries with the 

poor. The Joel Committeeôs hope is that the ministries supported by these recommendations will 

provide our membership with additional opportunities for Christian  service with our neighbors 

and persons in need in our community.   
Mission Statement 

Focus: Our Ministries With Our Downtown Neighbors and Those In Need 

As members of First United Methodist Church of Casper we are called to be the ñhands and 

feetò of Christ in our downtown location by deepening our understanding of poverty and  

ministering spiritually and physically with those in need. We will fight poverty in our        

community through unique worship, education, partnerships and outreach in a safe and 

grace-filled environment.  

Our recommendations for accomplishing this Mission Statement are as follows:  

1. Provide additional educational opportunities for our members to learn about the     

realities of poverty and need in our community and to grow in their understanding of 

this area of ministry.  
2.   Develop and support a free weekly Community Dinner, Tuesday evenings, served at 

      Kingôs Corner to provide a hot meal for those in need and establish a unique service 

      opportunity for our members.  
3.   Embrace and support The Third-Missional Worship Celebration! (high energy 

      contemporary worship service; free meal for volunteers and congregation;
