¶ Rather than the primary question being, ñHow do we attract people to what we are doing?ò it 
becomes, ñWhat is God up to in this neighborhood? [and] What are the ways we need to change 

in order to engage the people in our community who no longer consider church a part of their 

lives?ò 

The places where we feel like we have little control and donôt know what is going to happen are 

exactly the places where Godôs future breaks forth. 

 

Those thoughts, like Jesusô above, are challenging me to listen, learn and bear fruit with you.  To 

reach future generations in Casper, we need to listen to all the current generations in Casper, from 

children to older adults.  I have much to learn.  Always.  And Iôm grateful for opportunities to 

learn with my clergy colleagues, and with you!  What are you learning this summer?  Please tell 

me!  See you in worship!
