    I grew up in a family of story tellers.  My father loved a good 

    joke, often one he heard at the grocery store or Rotary.  He  

    would bring it home for dinner (which in the south meant  

    lunch) and have to tell it before going back to work. 

 

With an uncle, three cousins, a second cousin or two and a brother serving in some kind of 

ordained ministry, I overheard a lot of stories swapped at family picnics.  More often than 

not they started with the phrase, ñNow you can tell this one in church. . .ò  (Letôs you know, 

I guess, that preachers admittedly tell some stories while cranking ice cream that wouldnôt 

be advised in a sermon.) 

 

Still the best source I know for enduring stories about our humanity are found in the Bible.  

And some of those Iôve been reluctant to tell from the pulpit!  But most are quite accessible 

and cause us to think about, and grow more deeply into, our faith. 

 

Last summer Brian and I shared a dozen or more stories from the book of Genesis, which 

capture so well the many foibles and failings, and yet amazing faith, of the human           

experienceéand Godôs faithfulness to us.  It was fun to discover how the lives of  the     

Hebrew patriarchs in so many ways resembled our own. 

 

This summer we look forward to a New Testament preaching series on ñStories Jesus Told.ò  

Some of these stories will be very familiar!  Others will not be so well-known.  But they all 

come from the gospels, have something important to teach us, and form us more deeply as 

disciples of Jesus Christ. 

 

Weôll look forward to sharing these stories each Sunday this summer (except when our   

children, June 27-morning services, tell us in drama and song about Jonah ï one of the 

greatest stories of the Hebrew scriptures) at the morning services and at ñThe Third.ò  

Which reminds meéif your family is away for a beautiful Wyoming weekend, think about 

getting back in time for ñThe Thirdò worship service at 6:00 p.m. Youôll be glad!
