A young boy named Dennis said to God one night, ñMy Grandpa says that you were around 

when he was a little boy.ò  Then Dennis asked God, ñHow far back do you go?ò 

 

You probably thought that was funny.  Now that Iôm a grandpa, and have a grandchild starting to 

ask questions, Iôm not sure thatôs so funny! 

 

One of the things we learn early in life is to ask questions.  It seems to be a God-given, universal 

thing.  Most parents would agree with the universality of that experience; some might disagree, 

on a hundred-question day, with the holiness of it.  But it seems to be a vital part of maturing ï 

even in Christian faith. 

 

The people of Jesusô day asked him a lot of questions.  Sometimes Jesus bristled, like a busy  

parent, but typically he received their questions and responded.  Often, he responded with a  

question, as in the text from Mark (above).   

 

Responding to a question with a question is in keeping with the rabbinic style of teaching.     

Generally, it implies that no one has all the right answers.  Further, it suggests that the answers to 

our questions of faith lie in the dialogue; in the conversation.  The rabbi has no more hold on the 

truth than the disciple.  The teacherôs job is to draw the answer from the heart and mind of the 

student.  Faith formation is enhanced through the exchange, and we grow. 

 

This month Brian and I begin a summer preaching series called ñQuestions Christian Ask.ò  (See 

ñWorship in Juneò in this newsletter and our Summer Brochure for an explanation and list of  

sermons.)  You generated the questions; your lay leaders screened them.  Some are very        

challenging; others are downright controversial.    

 

Join us for worship this summer as we tackle some great questions of faith and practice.
