     I donôt know about you, but when I was growing up, I 

     paid attention when parents ñset their face.ò        

Particularly toward me.  There was a certain purpose in that look.   

 

Sometimes my parents set their face because of something I shouldnôt have done.  I knew I was 

in trouble.  Like the time I put a scratch down the side of my brotherôs brand new 1965        

Mustang.  A gang member couldnôt have keyed it any better.   

 

Sometimes they set their face because they were excited about their plans for something      

pleasant, like summer vacation.  That kind of ñface-settingò I liked a whole lot better.   

 

To be honest, I still tend to notice when folks ñset their face.ò  Often I admire their purpose and 

resolve.  Nothing is going to stop them.  They know where they are headed and they donôt quit 

until they arrive.  Sometimes, I course, it can be frightening.  Such was the time, as I shared in a 

sermon, when a political protester set his face against my own on the streets of Florence, Italy.  

He meant to include me in his protest, regardless of my plans.    

 

I invite you this month to ñset your faceò to go to Jerusalem, with Jesus.  Thatôs my Lenten   

invitation!  Not for harm or hurt, but to experience the depth of Jesusô love and commitment.  

And to share the ñjoy that was set before himò as he met humanity along the way and finally 

ñendured the crossò that was waiting at the end of his journey.  

 

This newsletter announces many opportunities this Lent to ñset your faceò toward the goal of 

growing closer to the Lord, and deepening your faith.  If you arenôt already in a small group for 

study and personal growth, such as a Sunday School class, or Sisters, or Financial Peace       

University, I hope you will find a group or activity that will do just that.  Let me or another staff 

person know if we can help you.   

 

One good way to start is by setting your face toward the worship of God!  I look forward to   

seeing you each Sunday in the Sanctuary, or at Kings Corner Sunday evening.

A ñJoel Committeeò focuses on a particular area of identified need to evaluate current     

practices of the church in that identified area, help the church understand that need in all its 

systemic complexity, and make recommendations to the church leadership (usually Board of 

Stewards) for actions to address the need, grounded in scripture and guided by United    

Methodist theology and polity. 

 

Our First UMC Board of Stewards is establishing this spring a new Joel Committee on 

ñOur Ministries with the Poor.ò  This group will explore, but not be limited by, some of 

the following areas associated with poverty: 

 

The homeless persons living in our neighborhood (half-mile radius of the church) 
The neighborhood persons living in sub-standard housing and on the edge of          

homelessness 
Those who come to us seeking food and shelter, especially those who have been        

excluded from shelter or food by the helping agencies 
How we can be open, ready and responsive to receiving persons with many needs, and 

maintain a safe environment both for them and our ongoing faith community,      
especially our children 

How we develop systems to effectively address human needs toward life                   
transformation without becoming poverty enablers and co-dependent with their 
issues 

The needs unique to homeless age and family groups (single parent families, high school 
students, single men or women, for example) 

How we interface and collaborate with other helping agencies: Salvation Army, Rescue 
Mission, Interfaith, Housing Authority, Seaton House, etc.
