    I used to think of May as the ñmerry month,ò as in the Richard Byrd  

    lyric about ñthe merry month of May.ò  And thereôs good reason.  The  

    weather begins to warm, the trees leaf out, and the voices of children once 

    again ring out in the neighborhood.  We still have some after-tastes of  

    winter, but more spring and summer than winter (usually), and human  

    spirits soar. 

 

More recently Iôve also thought of May as the ñdoorwayò or ñgatewayò month, when so many graduations are 

held, studies completed, and directions set.
