   A recent USA Today article by Cathy Grossman said that America had drifted from clearly 

defined religious denominations to faiths cut to fit personal preferences.  George Barna, a  

longtime expert in American religion demographics, says that America is headed for ñ310  

million people with 310 million religions.ò 

 

Robert Bellah, according to Grossman, saw this trend emerging in the 1980s.  He said a positive 

aspect of this ñpersonal faithò trend is that itôs harder to hold on to prejudices against groups if 

everyone wants their religious practices to be seen individually.  But the bad news, he observed, 

is that you lose the      capacity to make connections. 

 

Itôs clear that one size doesnôt fit all in America, if not globally ï either shoes, pants or religious 

practice. We have some very strong and diverse opinions and ideas about our faith ï our wor-

ship ï our scriptures ï our missionéas well as our clothes!   

 

I believe a part of the churchôs mission is to reach out, as broadly as we can, to different parts of 

the body of Christ with different styles of worship, study, and outreach ï to the best of our  

abilities as we have been blessed.  More importantly, weôre called to reach out to those who are 

seeking to deepen their faith but have not been connected to a church family.  That is why we 

are multiplying our worship, education and outreach ministries. 

 

Yet, I believe something is missing when we splinter into individualized religions and religious 

practices.  I agree with Robert Bellah, that we could lose the capacity to make connections 

which are so important to our well-being.  We seek to be one body in Christ, all called to serve 

the One who is the head of the body.  So I invite you to reach across the generations and  

styles ï and connect with one another, even with those who are different.
