The other word I invite your attention to is:  ñaccompanied.ò  Paul was at a critical point when 

he felt it was time to go to Jerusalem.  At that difficult moment, I can just imagine Paulôs  

gratitude when ñsome of the disciples from Caesareaò decided to accompany him. 

 

Thank goodness for those who give up their busy agendas to walk beside us, especially when 

the going is rough. Like accompanists for choirs, such folks place their gifts and abilities, not to 

mention their time, at the disposal of others.  They often sacrifice much. 

 

Jim Gulley, survivor of the Haiti earthquake and now our UMC director of recovery efforts in 

Haiti, invited us in the School of Christian Missions class on Haiti, held recently at our Church, 

to practice ñaccompanimentò in our mission work.  Jim cited Dr. Paul Farmer (Chair of Harvard 

Medical Schoolôs Department of Global Health and Social Medicine, and co-founder of  

Partnerôs in Health), who said that ñTo accompany someone is to go somewhere with him or 

her, to break bread together, to be present on a journey with a beginning and an endéeveryone 

who draws breath needs accompaniment at some stage of life andésome need it more than  

others.ò  (from www.harvardmagazine.com/2011/05) 

 

As I listened to Jimôs gentle unfolding of this principle for our United Methodist Church work 

in Haiti, it struck me how that applies anywhere ï even right here in Casper.  The Joel  

Committee weôve formed on our ministries with the poor, which is off to a good start by the 

way with the excellent leadership of Margaret Benson, will be exploring, over the next several 

months, how our First UMC is uniquely called to serve the poor around us in the name of Jesus 

Christ.
